f only Boeing’s problems were just about a nightmare flight —
a screw loose, a blown-out door plug, and 177 people who will
probably need therapy for the rest of their lives. But as the
iconic American plane manufacturer tries to make amends for
the disastrous Alaska Airlines flight in January, it’s become
clear  that  Boeing’s  problems  run  far  deeper.  They  expose
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decades of American corporate philosophy gone awry.

Boeing  is  a  quintessential  example  of  America’s  rotting
business  culture  over  the  past  40  years.  The  company
relentlessly disgorged cash to shareholders when it could’ve
spent it on building a better (and safer) product. Investments
that  could’ve  benefited  employees,  communities,  and  other
corporate stakeholders were often sacrificed at the altar of
efficiency and free cash flow. Boeing focused on pleasing Wall
Street  because  that’s  how  American  executives  believe
companies  should  operate.
